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Soviet industrialization plan, scheduled in 1925 at the Russian Communist Party Congress, turned out to be under
threat due to the reduction of state grain procurement two years later.

The problems were
to take the grain away from the kulaks and remove economic opposition represented by the kulaks. Numerous facts of
repression and lawlessness have been presented in the article concerning wealthy Siberian villagers undertaken by So-
viet power conductors in regions in the late 20's and early 30-ies.
